	Activity
	To analyse data from questionnaire results.


	Objective
	To collect, organise, process and interpret data.  Entering data onto a spreadsheet to create charts and graphs.  Compare data from other schools with their own.



	Lesson Notes
	This activity could be completed later in the year after working on QCA 6B (Spreadsheet Modelling) once the questionnaire results have been collated.

Using the completed questionnaire forms (which could be printed out prior to submission) ask the children how they could analyse and present the data.  They may want to use tables, charts, graphs or tallies.  Ask the pupils to break up into small groups to compare their own responses to several questions and think about how they could record these.

Gather the class back together and ask the pupils how they would record the results and also to identify any possible problems.

Ask the pupils how to identify the quickest and most effective way to record the results. Results from the online questionnaire have been made available to every school taking part – it may be helpful for pupils to look at these.

Pupils can show their results in charts and graphs.  They can compare the results to those published on the website.
