	To identify good and bad features of the local area as an aid to discussion.



	Objective
	To raise awareness of the local environment and steps that could be taken to improve it.



	Lesson Notes
	With the class (or groups) go for a short walk and identify good or bad points of the area. 

Pupils to select views of particular interest and take digital still pictures of these.

Print images and sort them into categories of like/dislike, positive/negative.  Class discussions about the problems noticed and how these could be addressed.

Pupils to write statements to say what they liked or disliked. They could add suggestions for improvements. These could be word processed with images imported or handwritten. 

All the images and statements could be collated into a class/group poster relating to each issue raised.
