	E-mail the Mayor, the Young Mayor or a Local Councillor.



	Objective
	To use e-mail as a means of communication and express opinions about local issues.



	Lesson Notes
	Pupils could work individually, with a partner or in small groups (the latter may be preferred by the recipients) to consider local environmental issues of concern and the points to be raised in an e-mail, possibly following Activities 1 and 2.

Either the pupils can locate the e-mail addresses on the Lewisham website or the teacher could find them in advance.
