Video Making Project on Bullying 

Lesson Plan 1

Objective

To plan and produce a storyboard.

Activities

· Divide the class into groups of 5 or 6.

· Introduce and discuss the project, getting the children to suggest a range of scenarios that bullying could take place in within a school environment.

· Give each group a sheet of A3 paper to fold into 8 rectangles.

· Groups to plan the stages of their scenario, writing in each section of the paper what will happen, where each scene takes place, who will be featured ‘on camera’, who is the camera operator, director etc.

Outcomes

1. Speaking and listening opportunity 

2. Co-operating to do planning as part of a group

3. Decision making

4. Producing the ‘bare bones’ of a play.

A3 paper

Lesson Plan 2

Objective

To develop and write a play script.

Activities

· Remind children about how to set out a play script.

· Children to work in groups, as in previous lesson.

· Write out script of the play in play format, considering the different scenes, maybe with different pairs of children working on different parts of the play.

Outcomes

1. Speaking and listening opportunity 

2. To use and apply the conventions of a play script, including stage directions

Resources

Paper

Photocopied storyboards from the previous lesson.

Lesson Plan 3

Objective

To dramatise written play and improve it ready for filming

Activities

In their groups, children to act out plays, first reading from scripts and gradually from memory. 

When ready groups can have ‘run-throughs’ videoed by an adult to allow them to review and make realistic decisions about camera positions, locations and acting improvements.

Outcomes

1. To refine, change and improve each section of each play

2. To encourage and develop positive comments about each others plays/acting to improve standards.

Resources

Photocopied scripts from the previous lesson.

Highlighters (to highlight individual parts on scripts

Video camera and film cassette.

Lesson Plan 4

Objective

To become familiar with using a video camera.

Activities

Introduction and demonstration to using the video camera covering: 

· how to safely load film cassette

· to switch on/off

· to start/stop recording

· how to hold the camera

· framing shots

· not filming directly towards light sources

· filming protocols (camera – action – cut)

· using zoom facilities (best when not actually filming for beginners)

· slow panning and holding the camera still when filming 

· camera operatives not to talk during filming

Allow children to experiment with shooting short amounts and viewing the results on the camera LCD screen.

Outcomes

1. To be able to use a video camera safely.

Lesson Plan 5

Objective

To video plays

Activities

· In their groups, following the scripts and directions children to act out and record each scene on videotape. 

· Children need to remember to film for longer before and after each scene and to check that the material recorded is what they need by rewinding and reviewing footage shot.

Outcomes

1. To be able to use a video camera and it’s associated functions safely and effectively.

2. To have sufficient video footage to edit and create own movie.

Lesson Plan 6

Objective

To introduce video editing

Activities

Introduction and demonstration to using either Windows Movie Maker, Apple iMovie or other movie making software, including:

· how to import video from the camera

· how to build up a storyboard

· how to crop clips

· add transitions

· add titles

· save work

Outcomes

1. To have a knowledge of how to edit video footage

Resources

Lesson Plan 7

Objective

To edit videos

Activities

· transfer film from camera 

· edit footage using skills shown in the last lesson. 

· children could either work in pairs or in larger collaborative groups

Outcomes

1. To develop editing skills

2. To develop and improve pair/group collaborative skills 

3. To produce a finished, edited video

Resources

Video cameras

Instructions

Videotapes

Lesson Plan 8

Objective

To address emotional issues of bullying

To create poems or posters about bullying

Activities

· look at the completed videos about bullying

· discuss what has happened in each and the possible emotional issues they have highlighted and how bullying situations can be resolved

· children to write poems or design posters to express either their own feelings about bullying or how to deter it

Outcomes

1. To reflect on the emotional pain caused by bullying

2. To know what to do if one is being bullied

3. To produce thoughtful and reflective poems

4. To create striking and effective posters
