	The pupils were first shown how to locate and open some simple templates that either contained small word banks that could be rearranged to make sentences, allowed simple typing with preset formatting for font size etc or a combination of both.  On completion of the tasks pupils were asked to print and then with some help save their work. Pupils worked mainly individually, but sometimes with a partner who had done the same task earlier for guidance.
