	Pupils’ Action / Pupils’ Learning

	Introduction to Lesson

	20 mins


	Ask the pupils to describe the previous activities done and to explain which parts of the activity they found difficult or easy. Explain that this week they are again going to use a word bank to create a piece of writing about themselves and then add some of their own writing.  As some of the word bank words will be used more than once they will need to use copy and paste to create multiple words.

Demonstrate how to use the mouse to select and copy the words from the word bank, using copy and paste to create sentences about themselves above the line.  Show how to do this using the right mouse button. Explain they will have to get the cursor and delete the word or dots in the empty text boxes before adding their own text. They could add another full sentence in the other text box.

Model how to save and print out work. Ask the pupils to explain the activity.
	Pupils describe the two earlier activities, any problems they had and how they overcame them (edit-undo). 

Pupils give suggestions about what to do where possible.

Pupils explain the activity.

	Main part of Lesson:

	10 mins

	Teacher or Class Assistant to take pairs of pupils to support them while they are doing the activity at the class computer.

Remind the pupils of the techniques to use and help where needed.

Help with saving the work and remind the pupils only to print one copy.
	Pupils to work individually to use the word bank, with support to create the sentences to describe themselves. Print their work and if possible, with help, save it.

	Plenary:

	10 mins
	At the end of the week, or as groups finish, if convenient, look at the print outs and get the pupils to read out their work.
	Pupils to share work, reading out the sentences they have created.

	

	Homework opportunities:
	Pupil Support: Less able pupils to do the activity first, while the instructions are still fresh in their minds.
	Extension Activities: More able pupils to be encouraged to add an extended sentence of their own.
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
