	Learning Intentions:

	New Vocabulary
	Criteria, key words, sort, delete key, sentence, shift, full stop, save, print
	Resources:
	Second template (Toy Label) with selection of toys old and new. Charts and cards with key sorting vocabulary from previous lesson, interactive whiteboard, Computer Diary sheet.

	Teacher Action
	Pupils’ Action / Pupils’ Learning

	Introduction to Lesson

	10 mins
	Revise the sorting activities so far and the types of criteria used 

-balls and 2D shapes – colours, sizes, shapes

-toys – colour, size, age, type
	Pupils contribute ideas about criteria used to sort the objects.

	Main part of Lesson:

	30 mins
	Get the pupils to explain the logging on process.

On the interactive whiteboard model how to find the Toy Label template. Show how to select 2 toys and delete the other toys. Ask pupils to suggest words to complete the three unfinished sentences for one toy.  Can they think of any other sentences to complete the box? Explain that each pair of pupils will do two labels, one each.

As pupils open each template begin to help them individually to save their work, explaining each step as they go.

Assist word processing sentences and with printing.
	Pupils explain logging on to their workspace.

Pupils log on, find Toy Label template and open it. Each pupil selects a toy and they delete the other toys. Pupils type the relevant key words into the boxes to describe the toy and complete the sentences, adding further sentences.

Pupils to save their work with adult help.

When checked by adult print a copy of their completed work.

If time each pair of pupils could repeat the activity with a second version of the template

	Plenary:

	20 mins
	Have a copy of the Toy Label template on the interactive whiteboard.

Introduce the Computer Diary sheet and explain the sort of information that needs to be put into each section. Read out heading and instructions as pupils complete the sheet.
	Pairs of pupils read out descriptive sentences. How many sentences do they read before the other pupils identify each toy?

Pupils to complete the Diary sheet as a whole class activity, so the teacher can read the instructions.
