	Resources:
	Picture on the Interactive Whiteboard showing a selection of pets in a pet shop, simple graphing program (we used 2Simple Infant Video Toolbox).

	

	Time
	Teacher Action
	Pupils’ Action / Pupils’ Learning

	Introduction to Lesson

	10 mins
	Ask the pupils to explain the activity they did last week. 
	Pupils to revise the activity from last week and explain what they did, modelling where possible on the interactive whiteboard.

	Main part of Lesson:

	35

 mins
	Explain that this week we are going to use a graphing program again to show a different set of data and answer some questions about that data. 

Show the pupils the picture of the pet shop and discuss it’s contents. Ask the pupils how to open ‘2Graph’ and how to enter the data about the pets in the pet shop. Demonstrate how to add simple labels and remind how to save the work.

As soon as the pupils are working begin to show them how to make an initial save, explaining explicitly. Add their names to the main title.

Assist the pupils with printing finished work.
	Pupils to follow instructions and contribute ideas. 

Pupils to work in pairs to open the 2Graph and create the graph of pets in the pet shop.

When an adult helps them save and add their names to a graph title.

Print work with help.

	Plenary:

	15 mins
	Look at the documents both on screen and on the printouts. Ask the pupils simple questions, e.g. How many cats are there? How many more hamsters than tortoises? How dogs and cats together?

Go through with the pupils the Computer diary sheet.
	Pupils to use their graphs to answer the questions, explaining how they worked out the answers.

Pupils complete the computer diary sheet.
