	Learning Intentions:
	To complete the Tuck Shop spreadsheet, adding weekly totals. Create a graph for the weekly totals and explore the effects of changing the data in a spreadsheet.

	
	
	
	
	
	

	New Vocabulary
	Format, currency, decimal precision, autosize columns.
	Resources:
	 Spreadsheet software, interactive whiteboard, instruction sheets listed for previous lesson, question sheet posing ‘what if’ questions (Tuck2 Questions), Computer Diary (KS2DiaryQCA5D+6B) Sheets.

	Teacher Action
	Pupils’ Action / Pupils’ Learning

	Introduction to Lesson

	10 mins
	Explain the learning objective for the lesson and show the empty version of Tuck 2 with the weekly totals and discuss how to complete.
	Pupils to suggest formulae for the operations to create the final totals.

	Main part of Lesson:

	40 mins
	Explain that the sheet will not fit on one page, so demonstrate how to resize the columns manually and using ‘Format – Autosize Columns’. Show how to change to ‘Page View’ to check it fits on one side of paper.

Give pupils about 10 minutes to continue with this, finishing the ‘Tuck 1’ assignment where necessary.

Look again at how to make charts with pupils suggesting what to do.

Explain that once the graph has been made pairs of pupils answer questions about their spreadsheet.
	Pupils follow demonstration, making suitable suggestions.

With a partner pupils complete the Tuck Sample 1 and then add in the weekly totals, resizing the columns to fit on one page.

During demo pupils contribute what to do.

Pupils create graphs and answer questions.

Save and print out work.

	Plenary:

	10 mins
	Review the activity and the progress pupils have made.  What sort of answers have they got for the questions asked? 

Review the contents of the Computer Diary sheet and allow time to complete.
	Pupils respond to questions and compare answers. 

Pupils reflect on the activity and the progress they have made.

	

	Homework opportunities: 
	Pupil Support: Any extra adult help to be targeted with identified pupils.

	Extension Activities: 

Can they develop their own questions and predictions for the database?
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
