	Sensing equipment, data logging, monitoring, recording
	Resources:

	Time
	Teacher Action
	Pupils’ Action / Pupils’ Learning

	Introduction to Lesson

	10 mins
	Explain that we are going to look at two of the suggested ideas from last week – pulse and temperature changes during exercise. Ask pupils to share ideas so far and discuss with the class the factors identified so far. Check that the proposed experiments are doable.
	Pupils share ideas and contribute to the discussion to identify the aims of the logging and how to make the test fair. Make predictions about what the expected results could be.

	Main part of Lesson:

	15 mins
	Supervise the pupils as they carry out their experiments to test the effect of exercise on pulse rate and body temperature and collect their data. 

Help them present their data as a graph and also as a table.

Assist with completing the templates started last week to describe the experiment and to add a section at the bottom about how the experiment concluded.
	Pupils to carry a short experiment, collecting data before, during and after one minutes exercise.

Print and save results.

Pupils to open the correct template for the experiment they are looking at and finish the predictions etc.

Add a section at the bottom explaining the results and conclusions.

	Plenary:

mins
	Lead discussion and draw out conclusions about the use of data logging equipment.
	Pupils review the results and see if they confirm their predictions. Suggest how the experiment could have been done with out the data logging equipment and list reasons why using the computer device was preferable
