	Teacher Action
	Pupils’ Action / Pupils’ Learning

	Introduction to Lesson

	10 mins
	Show the pupils how to open a new drawing document and ask them to explain the difference between drawing and word processing. Remind how to select different tools and how to resize boxes and add borders. Show how to free rotate words for effect. Show the prepared example poster.

Explain that the information found and saved last week will need to be refined bearing in mind the target audience and presented in an attractive way. They need to include up to 6 pieces of information and at least one image. Remind that all websites used will need to be acknowledged.
	Pupils contribute to explanations about the drawing tools and instructions about what to do.



	Main part of Lesson:

	25 mins
	Assist pupils as they work and remind them to frequently save their document.  Show pair of pupils ways they can enhance their posters and remind them not to spend too long on choosing fonts and resizing text.
	Working in pairs pupils create their poster, moving up to 6 key sentences between the new and old saved document. If necessary return to the website to collect further information. Use their DTP skills to make an effective poster. Frequently save and finally print the finished poster.

	Plenary:

	10 mins
	Use some of the plenary to discuss the sites used and how long it took to find the relevant information. Was it easy to edit and select suitable elements for their poster? Look at printed posters.

Discuss with pupils the Computer diary and the sort of responses and reflections they could include.
	Pupils to contribute to discussions about the activity and their work.

Complete the computer diary sheet with own reflections about the activity.

	

	Homework opportunities: Pupils could take copies of their posters home to collect opinions about their work.
	Pupil Support: Pupils to work in mixed ability pairs.
