
3D Shapes ( Year 2
Objective

· To recognise and describe 3D shapes.

Resources

· Colouring 3D shapes worksheets.
· A football or other large sphere.
Main activity

Toolbox file, Sheet 1 – What do see here? Can you describe it? What makes you think it is a square? Rotate the shape and reveal it to be a cube. What do you think now? How many faces does it have?  Colour individual faces after rotating to aid counting. How many corners? Change to the skeleton and count the corners, marking if needed. How many edges? Count and mark the edges. Move the white rectangle to reveal sentences and use the pen tool to fill in the missing numbers.
Toolbox file, Sheet 2 – What do see here? Can you describe it? What makes you think it is a triangle? Rotate and reveal as a triangular based pyramid (you may want to change this to tetrahedron, if your class are ready for the new word). Repeat the counting exercise for the faces, corners and edges, then complete the sentences hidden by the white rectangle.
Toolbox file, Sheet 3 – This has a cuboid presented as a cube, so repeat the above activity for it, reinforcing any new vocabulary.
Toolbox file, Sheet 4 – This has a cylinder presented as a circle, so repeat the above activity for it, reinforcing any new vocabulary.
Toolbox file, Sheet 5 – This final sheet has a sphere, but no hidden sentences to complete. What do see here? Can you describe it? Rotate the shape and reveal as a skeleton. A real sphere (football) will reinforce the lack of corners etc on a sphere.
Individual activity
Many Maths schemes have colour the cube and cuboids or colour the spheres and cylinders worksheets. The relevant pages can be used to introduce such sheets.
