
Reading Time and Timetables ( Year 4
Objectives

· To read analogue and digital times 

· To read and work out times on simple time tables

· Solve simple time problems

Resources

· small whiteboards and pens

· small clocks

· worksheet with simple time table to complete


Starter activity
Toolbox file, Sheet 1 – Show the children various times on the analogue clock and ask them to write each on their individual whiteboards. What time do you think this is? Children scribe answers on whiteboards. Can you write it down another way? Feed back possible ways. Show the synchronised clock behind the circle. Hide the digital clock, change the time on the analogue clock. Write the time now showing on the digital clock. Repeat several times.
Main activity
Toolbox file, Sheet 2 – Explain that the main part of the lesson is about reading timetables. Read the text at the top. What time would you write in the green oval? Children to scribe their responses on whiteboards. Repeat for the other missing times. How did you work that out? Refer back to the clocks on sheet 1.
Children can work individually or in pairs to complete worksheet with timetable needing completion. Less able children can use individual clocks and one group can use the IWB with the teacher to complete the work.

Toolbox file, Sheets 3 – Read question and challenge children to work out the answer. Check answers and show using the count up facility to show 2 x 1 hour and 3 x 10 minutes. Show the second question. Get children to check answers by adding time to see if they get 10.00.

Plenary
Toolbox file, Sheet 4 – Explain task and ask children to work out how long each journey is. Some children to use small clocks/IWB as before and explain how they arrived at the answer.
Extra Task

Toolbox file, Sheet 5 – Set calendar to significant time (we used Christmas 2005). Have several date concealed. Ask questions along the lines of: Which day will Christmas Day be? Which day is New Years Day? Who wants to know when their birthday will be? Use the arrows at the top of the calendar to locate the month for some children’s birthdays and identify which day of the week their birthday will be.
